It is extremely pleasing that there continues to be an increase in the number of students studying mathematics
post-16. Mathematics and Further Mathematics A levels have built upon last year’s increased entry with further
significant rises.

AS level Mathematics numbers are up from 84613 to 103312, a 22% increase

A level Mathematics numbers are up from 64593 to 72475, a 12% increase

AS level Further Mathematics numbers are up from 8945 to 13164, a 47% increase
A level Further Mathematics numbers are up from 9091 to 10473, a 15% increase.
