Live Online Professional Development (LOPD)  

LOPD is an innovative approach to professional 
development. Rather than attending a one or two day 

course, delegates meet weekly over 4 -10 weeks for live, interactive 
online sessions with a tutor and a small group of teachers. These 
courses are ideal for teachers who are unable to take time out of 
school. Sessions are delivered using a facility which allows a tutor 
and delegates to communicate live online using audio and 
handwriting on a shared virtual whiteboard and instant messaging. 
They cover common subject content and facilitate the exchange of 
teaching ideas. 

 
 
 

 
 

Teaching Further Mathematics  
TFM is a 14 month programme which covers the material in the 
Further Pure Mathematics modules of the four English 
examination specifications. Particular emphasis is placed on 
expanding the participantsô mathematical horizons and giving 

them a deeper understanding of the links within mathematics.  The course 
starts in July each year, and course information will be available on the FMSP 
website from February. TFM can contribute to a postgraduate certificate in 
education through the University of Warwick.
